The one-hour guided walking tour of the Istana
begins at the tour booth near the Main Gate,
where our friendly volunteer guides will
introduce you to the fascinating history of the
Istana, its architectural heritage and unique
green lung of flora and fauna.

WHAT IS THE ‘ISTANA’?

The Istana, which means 'Palace' in Malay, is a
significant historical landmark in Singapore.
Built by the British colonial government in
1869, the Istana grounds cover an area of
about 40 hectares and have witnessed many
important events in Singapore's history. It is
also home to some 260 plant species and 
diverse wildlife. 

Fun Fact: The first Istana Open House was
held on 1 January 1960.
